To be eligible for the Ontario Christian ISP program,
families must meet the following requirements:

e At least one parent/guardian must have a clear testimony of personal
faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord, is a member or regularly
worshipping in a local Christian church and is not participating in
practices that would be considered illegal, or considered by the school
as immoral or inconsistent with a positive Christian lifestyle such as
cohabitating without marriage or in a homosexual relationship.

e The student must meet Ontario Christian School age requirements.

e  The education must be based on a curriculum approved by
Ontario Christian School and consistent with the philosophy
and academic rigor of Ontario Christian School.

e The student must meet or exceed grade level equivalents on the
standardized test to enroll or continue in the program.

e The student must succeed in behavior and citizenship.

e  Parents, and students in grades seven and higher, must
sign the parent/student cooperation form.

e  Parent(s)/guardian(s) must complete and sign the family application
form and the contract that includes financial commitment.

Students will graduate OCS with a solid awareness
VISION of and responsibility for his/her individual worth,
talents, skills and gifts.

Students will graduate OCS knowing God, self,
others, and all of creation. He/She will exhibit the

UNDERSTANDING abilities to analyze, synthesize, apply, create, and
interpret all that around him/her.

Students will graduate OCS positive decision-making

skills, especially as related to forming Biblical
DECISION-MAKING relationships. He/She will exhibit discernment,

appreciation, positive attitudes and the making of

appropriate judgments and commitments.

Students will graduate OCS knowing how to act,
SERVING respond, and apply the Biblical principles of servant
leadership.
